Come out and join instructors from the MGs of Baltimore and the Sports Car Club of America to learn or brush up 
on the skills of automotive road rallying. We will spend the first half of the session giving students the basics of ral-
lying and route following, with a focus on how to have fun rallying.  Afterwards you will head out onto the roads to 
run a short rally (about 30 miles). This will give teams the opportunity to apply some of the information just learned. 
The rally will finish at a location serving food and “adult” beverages. There will be a short debriefing to answer 
questions on things that came up during the driving portion while the rally is scored and the “winners” announced. 
The registration fee includes a thumb drive containing our “How to Rally” book with over 75 pages of material for 
your permanent reference.  You may want to bring your laptop along to the class to follow some of the instructions. 
In order to cover all of this material our schedule is tight—preregister and be on hand by 12:00 noon sharp. All in-
structors are previous rally winners—learn from those with first-hand experience!
